Vocabulary:  Origins, Berlin Wall & Iron Curtain (section 1)

1. Airlift:  A way of transporting things/goods into an area by aircraft that otherwise would be hard or impossible to get to
2. Communism: An economic system where the people do not own anything, instead everything is completely owned by the government
Vocabulary:  The Korean War & Space Race (section 2)

1. McCarthyism:  accusing someone of being a spy or enemy of the state without any evidence.  Named for Wisconsin Senator Joseph McCarthy, who accused many Americans of being a communist and sent them to court without ever providing any proof of their wrong doing
2. Containment:  The anti-communist strategy that involved making sure that communism did not spread to any other nations of the world, for fear that those nations would in turn recruit other nations to become communist.
Vocabulary:  The Vietnam War (section 3)
1. Counterculture:  When A group of people share a similar cultural trait that are against the normal traits
