Pick 3 of the following individual project types:
1. Create a Word Search

a. 20 by 20 row configuration

b. Word bank with at least 10 key terms

c. Define the key terms on the back

d. Highlight answers

2. Political Cartoon

a. Use standard computer printer sized paper

b. Picture must be in color, can create on your own using internet help or by hand

c. Have a catch phrase or sentence that explains the cartoon

d. Must be extremely neat and organized

3. Timeline of Events

a. 10 key dates and name of the event

b. Explain each event (1-2 sentences)

c. Each event must have a picture attached (internet or hand drawn)

d. Must be extremely neat and organized

e. You may use an online timeline creator, as long as you don’t use one that is already done by someone else and posted to the internet

4. Create a Mock Exam
a. 20 questions (5 true/false, 5 multiple choice, 9 matching, 1 short answer (1-2 sentences)

b. Must have an answer key on a separate sheet of paper

5. Collage of French Revolution Topics

a. 20 pictures minimum (color – email to me if you can’t print)

b. Pick any 10 and explain on the back or separate sheet of paper

c. Use images off the internet and you can use a collage maker as long as you don’t use one that has already been created by someone else and posted to the internet

6. Coat Hanger (like a kids mobile above their crib)

a. Glue 2-3 wire hangers together at different angles

b. 10 key events on an index card hanging from the clothes hangers

c. Put the explanation of the event on one side, picture on the other

7. Prezi

a. 10 slides

b. Pictures and explanation of key events

c. Make slide viewable/public so I can view it

8. Build a real Guillotine (counts as 2 project choices)
a. Make to scale (no bigger than 12” by 12”

b. Use pop cycle sticks or other soft wood products, glue and strings

c. Use tin foil for the blade, nothing sharp that could cut

d. Guillotine must be functional

e. Include a 2-paragraph summary of the guillotine, it’s use and/or Dr. Guillotine
