Group Project:  The Scramble for Africa
Groups will create a poster project that focuses on a specific European nation’s involvement on the Scramble.  You should only include information between the years of 1800-1914 but really try to stay in the years of the official Scramble.

This is a group project so everyone must work equally.  If you have someone in your group that is not working, you must as a group let me know.  Those individuals who choose not to work will be removed from the group and instead of doing only their share of the project will be required to complete the entire project on their own.

Include on the back:

1. Names of everyone in the group 

2. A quick summary of what your group thinks militarism is (era specific)

3. A quick summary of what your group thinks nationalism is (era specific) 

4. A quick summary of what your group thinks industrialization is (era specific)

5. A quick summary of what your group thinks imperialism is (era specific)

6. A blueprint of the poster showing where everything will be and what will be included

Include on the front:

1. Name of your nation

2. Pictures of the Scramble (real photos, not cartoons)

3. Summary of what the in-class worksheet said of your nation’s involvement

4. Picture and 2-3 facts per student on your assigned topic (IE:  nationalism, imperialism, industrialism, militarism, scramble)

General Reminders:

1. You have complete creativity control over the layout of the poster

2. All members must work equally

3. It should be neat, organized and a representation of your best effort

4. All photos should be real photos from the internet not political cartoons or drawings (no Wikipedia)

5. Keep to the task at hand and do not goof off, remember this is a project grade!
