New Nations Emerge
Essential Questions & Standards

Prerequisite Knowledge:
Students should arrive to class with a firm understanding of how the United Nations was created after WWII and the role it has played in the creation of nations, prevention of war and humanitarian efforts in third world nations.  It will also benefit students to review the history of Judaism, Islam, English imperialism of Asia, as well as the Six Day War.
Essential Questions:

· How did the emergence of new nations create or interrupt peace and prosperity for the people living in these areas (ie: across the continent of Africa, Israel and India)?

· What were the demographic trends that came out of the creation of Israel & emancipation of India?

· What are the similarities and differences between the independence movements of Israel & India?

· In what ways did personal finance lead to the independence of India?

· In what ways did religious differences create new nations?
