1. ____________________________________ These were American colonists living in one of the original 13 British Colonies, who chose to stay loyal to King George III during the American Revolution.

2. ____________________________________ This system helped to populate and expand the borders of the original 13 British American Colonies by offering 50 acres of land to anyone that would move to the Jamestown Colony and begin to farm cash crops for England.

3. ____________________________________ This event occurred immediately after the Europeans and native tribes of the New World and Africa met each other for the first time.  It is most notably defined by the exchange of ideas, notions, culture, food, products/goods and disease.

4. ____________________________________ This is a type of worker who signs a contract to work free of income for a designated period of time, usually in exchange for personal freedom, financial freedom and occasionally deeds to their own land.

5. ____________________________________ This system was used by the Spanish conquistadors in the New World to grant land and labor rights (enslavement of the natives) to anyone that would move to the new Americas and conquer the land in the name of Spain.  Conquerors would claim they were modernizing the natives but in reality were making them slaves.

6. ____________________________________ This is the belief that all humans are born with certain rights that no king or queen can give or take from you.  In the Declaration of Independence, the Founding Fathers defined said rights as “Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness”.
7. ____________________________________ This occurs when the prices of goods and commodities begin to rise, while the value of money decreases.

8. ____________________________________ This was the official document granted from a monarch that would allow the authority/right to take and colonize land.

9. ____________________________________ This is the act of purposely settling among a native group of people with the intent to establish control over them.

10. ____________________________________ This is an economic theory where participants believe wealth should be derived from trade, all practices which increase profit are permissible and that the government should protect those corporations involved in exchange for a monetary tribute.
