Essential Questions:

1. How did conflict in the new American nation under the Articles of Confederation lead to a revolution in government?

2. In what way does the structure of the US Constitution ensure government accountability and protect individual rights?

3. How were the elections of 1796 and 1800 turning points in American History?

4. What are the positive and negative impacts of America’s foreign policy decisions on international relationships, domestic relationships and the American identity?

5. Did compromises over the issue of slavery lead to more sectional tension or create a more stable nation?
