Essential Questions & Standards

Prerequisite Knowledge:
Students should be familiar with the causes of effects of nationalism, industrialism, militarism and imperialism in Europe during the early 1900’s and the growth of military technology after the American Civil War.
Essential Questions:

· How did World War I and the Russian Revolution affect the countries that were involved?

· How did the Formation of the League of Nations affect the efforts to maintain peace even after World War I was over?

· In what ways did the new methods of warfare (i.e.-Trenches, poison gas, machine guns) contribute to the large number of casualties for both sides during World War I?

· Why did the monarchs in various countries participating in the war refuse to give up control of their various empires?

· What were the causes of the downfall of the Russian aristocracy and how did it cause the economy to crumble?

· How did propaganda motivate citizens on both sides to pledge their support to the war effort?
