Essay Criteria:
Step 1:  Research what events defined Gandhi’s 1930 peaceful Salt March Protests?

Step 2:  Research what events defined The Sons of Liberty Protest (The Boston Tea Party) after the Boston Massacre?

Step 3: Blueprint your essay (see attached)
Step 4:  go to http://www.citationmachine.net/mla/cite-a-website and begin to input all of your websites, please gather as much of the needed criteria as possible, if your site doesn’t offer it I’d consider using a new site, hint hint – many government and university sites will already list everything you need somewhere on their page

Step 4:  Type the final draft and submit to teacher with all names in the group listed clearly at the top.

Opening Paragraph:  
· Must be at least five full sentences, not five lines of paper
· Must explain the purpose of the essay, what statement are you making (how the two events are compared/contrasted) and what the reader will learn about

Summary Paragraph #1:

· Must be at least five full sentences, not five lines of paper

· Define and explain “Gandhi’s Salt March Peaceful Protest”

· Include several key facts about the march, you will need to site these in your bibliography

Summary Paragraph # 2:

· Must be at least five full sentences, not five lines of paper

· Define and explain “The Boston Tea Party” through the eyes of The Sons of Liberty as a response to the Boston Massacre

· Include several key facts about the Tea Party/Boston Massacre, you will need to site these in your bibliography

Summary Paragraph # 3:

· Must be at least five full sentences, not five lines of paper

· Compare and contrast how the two events (Salt March & Tea Party) related to each other and/or how their outcomes effected the independence of America and India

· You must quote facts from at least two separate websites per topic, that’s four total, you must list them in your bibliography

Closing Paragraph:

· Must be at least five full sentences not five lines of paper

· State your final conclusion (ex:  as you have seen by reading this paper, my research has shown…. ) of how the events were alike or different

· Reword the opening paragraph so it acts as a closing paragraph

Bibliography:
· Use CitationMachine.net or any other legitimate bibliography/reference page creator to help you do all citations

· Use MLA format (unless your parents are more familiar with APA)

· Cite the info from all paragraphs here, endnotes or footnotes are both acceptable for our intro to MLA, inline citations are also acceptable if using APA
