5. What is “Social Darwinism”? Even though it was identified until the 1800’s, do you think it played a role in how the natives were treated by the big 3 nations (Spain, France, England)? Explain

6. What is a dictator?  Do you think any of the rulers from questions 1-3 could be labelled as such? Provide evidence as to why you said yes or no.

7. Did the natives organize into any form of anti-government force or resistance movement? (think about the encomienda system and focus on the New World)

8. Who were the Puritans? 
9. Who were the Pilgrims?

10. Who were the Huguenots? 

11. Who were the Quakers?

12. What do all of the groups above (questions 8-11) have in common? How could you say that they were considered anti-government for the time period (1500-1600’s)?
