5. This tribe were known as fierce warriors and resided in the swamps of South Florida from the Everglades to Orlando.  They lived in grass/wood homes and survived on wild game along with corn, squash and beans.  _________________________________________

6. This tribe lived in the Pacific Northwest region of America and survived on seafood.  They lived in long wooden houses lifted up on stilts and were known as the “water people”.   _________________________________________

7. This tribe of farmers and skilled traders intermixed with the new French trappers and lived in long wooden houses.  They survived on nuts, fruits, vegetables and eggs.
