Unit 4:  Nationalism, Sectionalism, Expansion

Abolition – the act of ending an institution (ie: ending the use of slavery)
Manifest Destiny – The belief that America had the right to take all lands extending to the Pacific Ocean
Emancipation – Legally freeing someone from slavery through the use of legal documents
Temperance – the belief that alcohol should not be made, sold or consumed
Transcendentalism - a system developed by Immanuel Kant, based on the idea that, in order to understand the nature of reality, one must first examine and analyze the reasoning process that governs the nature of experience
Reform – to change the way things are viewed and done in politics, economics and society
Sectionalism – the belief that the needs of a region are held by all and different from another region
Nationalism – extreme patriot feeling, emotions and pride
Annex – the act of taking a territory of land and acclimating it to a mother nation
Trail of Tears – The route along which the United States government forced several tribes of Native Americans, including the Cherokees, Seminoles, Chickasaws, Choctaws, and Creeks, to migrate to reservations west of the Mississippi River in the 1820s, 1830s, and 1840s

Indian Removal Act – Signed into law in 1830 by President Andrew Jackson, the Indian Removal Act provided for the general resettlement of Native Americans from east of the Mississippi River to lands west (Indian Territory)
Native American Reservation - The name "reservation" comes from the belief that tribes were independent sovereigns at the time the U.S. Constitution was ratified. Early treaties for land also designated parcels which the tribes, as sovereigns--a term used to describe the concept of Indian nations' right to govern themselves-- "reserved" for themselves. Those parcels came to be called "reservations." The term remained in use even after the federal government began to forcibly relocate tribes
North Carolina Gold Rush – The precious metal gold is found as grains and nuggets in stream bed deposits, in veins, and as mineralized zones in schists and slates of the middle and western counties of North Carolina. The first authenticated discovery of gold was in 1799 at the farm of John Reed in Cabarrus County; Reed Gold Mine, established in 1803, was said to have yielded $1 million worth of gold between 1804 and 1846 and later became a State Historic Site
Assimilation – The process of becoming a part of a new nation, the absorbing and acclimation of new customs
Cash Crop – a crop produced for its commercial value rather than for use by the grower for survival
Land Grant – a grant of public land, especially to an institution, organization, or to particular groups of people
Transcontinental – Crossing an entire landmass or continent
Small Pox – an acute contagious viral disease, with fever and pustules usually leaving permanent scars
