Likewise, the Estates adopting the Augsburg Confession shall let all the Estates and Princes who cling to the old religion live in absolute peace and in the enjoyment of all their estates, rights and privileges. 
 However, all such as do not belong to the two above named religions shall not be included in the present peace but be totally excluded from it."
