	Terrorism
	Standard Definition:  the use of violence and threats to intimidate or coerce, especially for ideological purposes.
Scaffolded Definition: the use of violence and threats to promote a system of beliefs

	Human Rights
	Standard Definition:  fundamental rights, especially those believed to belong to an individual and in whose exercise a government may not interfere, such as the rights to speak, associate, work, etc.
Scaffolded Definition: rights that all humans have and should not be restricted by governments

	Globalization
	Standard Definition:  enabling financial and investment markets to operate internationally, largely as a result of deregulation and improved communications
Scaffolded Definition: the process by which a company expands to operate internationally

	Modernization
	Standard Definition: the process of starting to use the most recent methods, ideas, equipment, etc. so that something becomes or seems more modern.  This includes urbanization and industrialization.
Scaffolded Definition:  moving from old methods in order to use new methods

	Free Market Economy
	Standard Definition:  an economic system in which prices and wages are determined by unrestricted competition between businesses, without government regulation or fear of monopolies.
Scaffolded Definition:  an economic system that allows supply and demand to regulate prices, wages, etc.

	Private Enterprise
	Standard Definition:  economic activity undertaken by private individuals or organizations under private ownership (e.g. capitalism)
Scaffolded Definition:  when individuals own property and businesses

	Liberal Democracy
	Standard Definition:  a system of government in which power is either held by elected representatives or directly by the people themselves; individual rights, freedom and equality are protected, and government power is limited by the rule of law
Scaffolded Definition:  a government by the people or their elected representatives

	Social Media
	Standard Definition:  websites and other online means of communication that are used by large groups of people to share information and to develop social and professional contacts (e.g. Twitter, Facebook, Instagram)
Scaffolded Definition:  websites that allow large groups of people to share information (e.g. Twitter, Facebook, Instagram)

	Standard Definition:  to place someone in a position of diminished importance, influence, or power
Scaffolded Definition:  to make a person or group seem unimportant
