· In America 90% of the damage from a natural disaster occurs from flooding

· From 2000 to 2012, natural disasters caused over 1.7 trillion dollars in damages

· There are currently 27 GPS satellites orbiting the earth for non-government use

· Africa has the world’s highest rate of HIV infection with approximately 25,600,000 people infected
· Migratory waterfowl are the leading carrier of the deadly strand of Avian Bird Flu, yet they have the highest level of immunity of all

· Some strands of ABF can kill humans in less than 24 hours from first exposure to the disease
